ing them to trust in staff and more importantly, in themselves.

Brian completed his junior year of High School with straight A’s and received an award for Academic Achievement
at our recent Awards Banquet. He made significant strides in treatment throughout his stay and has now returned to live
with his parents and brother. His parents and brother provided encouragement and support to Brian, but in the end, it
was Brian’s own choice to take that leap of faith to trust his staff and himself. This choice took him on the path to home
and a better future and changed his outlook on life.

In his own words, after graduating the program, “I am writing this letter to say I am grateful for everything you have
done for me and for helping us (his family) with our issues. As a family, I think we have grown and learned a lot. Thank
you for helping me with my own personal growth and change. I will miss you and I will make you proud and apply what
you have taught me.”
